A NOTE FROM  FATHER  FRANCIS  
 

Dear Parishioner with young school age children.  As you may recall last year, our parish hosted a Totus Tuus 

(Totally Yours) program which I understand was a success for our children Grades 1 through High School.  This 

program has now been a very successful story within our diocese for a few years now.  The Totus Tuus programs 

gather together college students and seminarians into teams of four or five in order to train them and then send them 

out on the road to spread the Good News of Jesus Christ in various parishes throughout the Diocese of Duluth for 

the young kids and youth.  Our parish is privileged yet again to have a group of these vibrant young men and 

women from July 25th through 30th.   
 

I want to extend an invitation for any family willing to host two men during the program.  They will be arriving  

Friday afternoon July 23rd and stay until Friday the 30th.  Already someone has willingly accepted to host the girls.  

The host family will be responsible to offer them a simple continental breakfast as simple as cereals, a fruit or toast 

and some fill-ups along the way.  Lunch will be provided at the parish while I ask any other couples willing to host 

them for a simple dinner or take them out within Walker as they have an evening program to attend to.  There is a 

sign up sheet at the back of the church for anyone willing to help with the hosting and providing dinners. 
 

I want to thank all those who have step-out in organizing this for a while now.  As we are all aware, we do not have 

yet a Youth minister or Religious Ed Coordinator and it seems we will have to step-up more as parents to join me in 

making this program and even later our school year fall Religious Ed program operational.  I believe together we 

can do it as we pray that we get someone we can employ.  We are hopeful this yearôs Totus Tuus program will be 

even better for our kids to get to know more of their faith and have some summer fun within our Church.  Please see 

the announcement below for more details.
