A NOTE FROM FATHER FRANCIS  
 

Dear parishioners and visitors.  Next weekend we are going to have a visiting seminarian talk to us on 

how the Diocese of Duluth is doing in terms of vocation to the priesthood.  Our new bishop has asked us 

to have a head-count for all Masses as part of the long range planning, as we look into the future of  

staffing our parishes and the number of vocation we have, will play a major role in the decision that will 

be made and affect us later.  Our diocese has been blessed with very gifted young men discerning the 

priesthood and we feel blessed to have them dedicate their lives to serve as future priests, because without 

a priest there can be no Eucharist in our Churches.  As you can imagine educating these young men can be  

a huge cost, especially when they are in their last 4 years of training, as the diocese takes care of their  

tuition, room, and board amounting to an average of $45,000+ per semester for each.  Our bishop has 

asked all pastors within the diocese to have a second collection to supplement the cost that comes with the  

Diocesan Annual Appeal budget, that has been significantly affected due to the economic melt down we 

are all experiencing.  So I am appealing for everyone to be generous as one can to help in training of our 

future priests.
